According to Webster; deceive means to mislead by a false appearance or statement

in its archaic form deceive meant to beguilso according to Webster the word
deception means the act or practice of deceiving, concealment or distortion of the truth
for the purpose of misleadinglefrauding, and cheating.

From the preceding definitions we can resolve deception and deceigest@rtions of
the truth: truth, denoting reality which means something has happened or is still
happening. Therefore, it is conceivable to conclude tlegieption does not mean a

figment of oneGs imagination.

Christians (who are now the twbousand year old Church), must discern the spirits who

God, because if Christians only discern spirits through intuition or by observation, Satan
will deceive Christians. Without faith in God through His Holy Word we Christians are

no contender against the powers of Satan.

As our conversation continued, Karen told me this was her first pilgrimage to
Medjugorje. Karen said she had high hopes of getting closer to God through Mary during
the pilgrimage, and Karen believed, because of her own shaitldfifness to Mary, by
going on a pilgrimage where Mary has appeared, Mary would honor her request. . .

Amazingly however, there are millions of people like Karen who sincerely want to live a
life that is yielded unto God, yet are uncertain what exactbymitting to God means. In
KarenGs case, it is not so much what Karen is not doing, but rather to whom the devotion

is rendered unto, whereas Karen is being deceived into believing devotion to the fiBlessed
Motherois the same as rendering devotion to the fiOne True God.o

Karends belief could not be further from the truth, for instance, in the book of Exodus,

chapter twenty, verse five, God, in His first commandment to humankind reveals He is a
jealous God, and it is a grave sin to submit to any othey agier than Him. In

accordance to the preceding scripture, how can Christians become deceived into
believing submitting to a deity other than God, is acceptable unto God? The answer to

The rudiments of the deception that so deceive Karen and many millions of others during
our present day and the days of long ago past, began over six millenniums ago in the
Garden of Eden.

even face martyrdom by the hand of the enemy, Satan (Rev 11:7).

There are three major phenomena currently taking place within this unholy spiritual

union which are: New Age metaphysidse tMarian movement and the UFO

phenomenon. The popularity of these three phenomena are on an increase worldwide. All
three phenomena are the finished products ef@ng experiments, (one eg. ancient

occult mysteries evolving into New Age philosophy).

Sincewe are living in AiThe last days,0 what we do with this remaining time will be

crucial to God's Kingdom! That is why | must present this work as the most conceivable
exposeé possible.

We are living h humankind's greatest days since the creation, however, these last hours
will also be the most challenging for God's faithful people, and God's faithful will come
face to face with their most powerful enemies, both physical and spiritual. For example,
spiritual deception eroding Christian churches around the world, and God's faithful
remnant being persecuted by those who want to rid the world of God's sovereignty. Just
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how long the present Christian community will last before being consumed with
abominatim and becomes desolate? | do not know, for only God can answer that!

Noteworthy, all across the land | hear echoes of revival. It is being proclaimed, the fitide
isturning and there is victory in the camp.0 Well, it istime for the Christian community

to wake up, because the Christian community has not turned back the strong arm of the
enemy (Satan). Also, one does not have to look too far to see that the majority of the
present day Christian Church is in spiritual ruins, and only physical churches are
standing.

In addition, for His glory only, God, during these final hours will raise up a remnant of
His faithful people who will be willing to proclaim His greatness till the very end (Eze
6:8-14). Who arethe fiend time Christian elite?0 The end time Christian elite will be
Christians who are knowledgeable of Satan's schemes and who are knowledgeable of
God's divine mysteries.

Apphianus; a Wrestler of the Faith

During the past twahousand years many Christians gave God their fAll,0 many even

laid down their lives. For example, hidden in apoorly reprinted copy of Eusebiusdwork

called Ecclesiastical History of Eusabi(a third century bishop of Cesarea) | found a
witness testimony of a third century Christian martyr. This young martyr's name was
Apphianus. Allow me to share with you this extraordinary show of faith and fearlessness
for the cause of Christ. The perswho had witnessed the event was Eusebius himself.

My rendition of the story of Apphianus was taken from a 19th century translation of the
original work. However the time of the original work and the time that this event
happened was in the third centuburing the third century, the young Christian Church

had to endure heavy persecution, and many of these early Christians had to face a death
of martyrdom because they refused to deny their Savior Jesus Christ. Question: Will we
be forced one day to makigat same decision for the cause of Christ?

The story of Apphianus: Maximus Cesar quickly excelled through the ranks of
government and stood out amongst his colleagues because of his intense hatred for God
and God's children. CesarGs outward aggression far exceeded the violence of those before
him. Christians during this time knew what was in store for them because of earlier
persecutions by other emperors, who were not so adamant on eliminating Christians as
was Cesar.

Whenever Christians professed tHaith in Jesus Christ publicly, Christians would be
subjected to the most horrendous tortures which would result in slow and painful deaths,
or one would have risked being maimed and cast a slave, then sent to Egypt to work in
the copper mines. ( Duringahtime it would have been better for a Christian to have

died amartyrés death than to have been sent to Egypt, because before a Christian was
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sent to Egypt, soldiers would first maim this Christian by taking a scarlet hot, iron rod
gouging one of the Clgtiand eyes and severing hig/hers right Achillesdtendon.)

During that time there was much instability and chaos in the region whereby only other
Christians could be trusted, because of the hatred and hostility being waged against the
Christian communy. Also, Christians in order to lessen the chances of being persecuted,
had to leave their homes and families, and Christians were unable to conduct church
services publicly as a congregation.

Even though being a Christian at this particular time wapoptlar, many Christians

boldly professed their love andevotion to Jesus Christ. In particular, there was one
young Christian man named Apphianus, who demonstrated his love for Christ more than
the other Christians during that time. Apphianus opentlyfeaely confessed his faith in
Jesus Christ disregarding the consequences that would follow such a confession.

Apphianus was only twenty years old when he demonstrated this portrayal of solid piety
towards the one and only God. At the time, Apphianusiw@gsarea continuing his

studies in Greek literature. Before going to Cesarea, Apphianus lived in a city called
Berytus. The city of Berytus was a sinful and wicked place at thattiree place that

could have been enticing to a young man like Appisakiowever, he did not yield to

the youthful passions as many others did at his age. Instead, Apphianus withstood the
peer pressure which had been directed towards him.

Apphianus was a handsome young man, in good health, and having above average
countenace. Even though Apphianus had these admirable qualities, he main¢miodd
morals and embraced a modest and sober life, always walking in honesty and piety, (as
any one would who takes their Christian faith seriously.)

Apphianus was from a wealthy fagiwho lived in a city called Pagus, a city of Lycia,

which was also the city in which Apphianus was born. Lycia, during that time was a most
unlikely place for a Christian to come from, especially one as noble as Apphianus.
Apphianusbfather was involved in government and was highly respected in his country.

Apphianus, because of his zeal for Christianity, was unable to live at home or with any
relatives, for they did not approve of his Christian faith. Therefore, being inspired by the
Holy Spirit, Apphianus thought it would be best to leave home rather than give in to the
pleasures of the flesh. So, Apphianus secretly fled from his family and friends. It was at
this time that Apphianus was led by the Holy Spirit to go to the city of Cesarea, where
there was prepared for him the crown of martyrdom for the cause of Jesus Christ.

The short time Apphianus was in Cesarea, he devoted all his time with great zeal to
fellowship and studying the Holy Scriptures. The time that Apphianus had spent with the
brethren and studying Godés written Word was done for a good reason, which Apphianus

was soon to find outfibecause the event that was soon to take place in this young mands

life would never be witnessed again with the same amazement.o
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A second wave of teor was raised against the Christians in Cesarea by Maximinus,
which took place in the third year since the beginning of the persecutions against the
Christian community. The tyrant Maximinus publicly announced everyone had to
publicly offer libations (a dnk offering) to the pagan gods. The edict of public libations
was sent to all the surrounding cities far and near, and the rulers of these cities were to
make certain the decree was announced to everyone.

This edict of public libations was to take preeede over all other matters, and was also
commanded that every man, woman, and child should go to the nearest temple when
commanded by their governor to do so. To make certain everyone would attend the

public libation when commanded, the military was chllgon to enforce the declaration.

Soon, people from miles around gathered in large crowds throughout the country to make
public drink offerings to the pagan gods. During that time, Apphianus was among the
crowd with other fellow Christians, but at son@m Apphianus had slipped away

without telling anyone of his intentions. He also was unobserved by the soldiers who
were surrounding governor Urbanus at the time. Apphianus then approached Urbanus,
the one conducting the libations, and fearlessly seldibgnusoright hand, Apphianus
interrupted Urbanus in the act of making an offering to his god.

Apphianus then told Urbanus in a very serious tone to stop this error, for it was not right
to sacrifice to idols and demons.

In response to this very courages act and awesome demonstration of Christian faith,
many Christiansdfaith was strengthened and received a new zeal for Jesus Christ, which
encouraged the Christians not to give up their faith even if it meant laying down their
own life. iWhat awitness of faith Apphianus portrayed, for many Christians were ready
to abandon their faith, but now with the help of the Holy Spirit, these Christians gained
the strength to endure to the end, even with their last breath.0

So, now these Christians who had a semge of energy began to plea with the local
authorities, to realize the sacrificial offering to idols was wrong and that the authorities
should acknowledge the one and only true God.

Because of Apphianusbshow of defiance, was immediately seized and brutally beaten by

the soldiers as if he were some kind of animal. Then the soldiers scourged him
unmercifully over his entire body. Afterwards, Apphianus was thrown into prison until
further orders. In prison he was stretched by his tormentors by therfeeeféull day

and night on a rack. The very next day he was brought before a judge where Apphianus
exhibited an invincible fortitude in bearing pain and horrid tortures.

Apphianus was whipped and beaten on his sides by his tormentors unmercifullysuntil h
ribs and intestines were exposed. He also was beaten with so many blows to the face and
neck he could not have been recognized by anyone, even those who knew him well.

However, even to this unmerciful torture Apphianus still refused to sacrifice @& mak
libation to the pagan gods, for he was a fimighty wrestler of the faith.0 Because of his
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refusal, the soldiers then covered his feet with cloths soaked in oil and at the command of
the governor, set Apphianusofeet on fire. The suffering that this blessed youth endured

seemed to exceed all power of description, because the fire on both of his feet had
penetrated to the bones, and the humors of his body liquefied like wax till it fell in

droplets making a puddle of a smoldering liquid.

Even with the lossfdis feet, Apphianus did not yield to his persecutors. Because,
Apphianusbtormentors were being defeated, they were at aloss asto what to do with this
Christian because of his more than human perseverance. So, Apphianus was once again
thrown into prisa. On the third and final day of his prison sentence, Apphianus was
summoned to go before the judge. Apphianus, once again, before the judge maintained
his faith in Jesus Christ. Tragically, because Apphianus maintained his allegiance to
Christ---- the hdf alive young Christian was then thrown into the sea where he drowned.

According to Eusebius by his own words said; iWhat happened next would be hard to

accept by any sound reasoning. Notwithstanding this, we can only record the events as
they happenedpr many inhabitants of Cesarea were witnesses to what happened next.
There were people of all ages who were present at this wonderful sight. As soon as the
blessed and holy youth was cast into the deepest part of the sea, a sudden roar and
uncommon crashg sound pervaded not only the sea but the whole city was shaken by
it.0

fAt the same time of this awesome and sudden shaking, the body of this divine martyr

was cast out of the sea to the city gates, as if unable to bear such a humble and holy
person. Ad such was the martyrdom of the excellent Apphianus. All of this happened on
the second day of the month of Xanthicus or by the Roman calendar, the fourth of April
on the day of preparation, Friday.o (the preceding two paragraphs were excerpted from

the bak, The Ecclesiastical History of Eusebius.)

Question, can we be certain as Christians (who are living in the final hours before the
return of Jesus Christ), that we will never have to make a public confession, whereby in
confessing to be a Christian cduksult having to personally experience a death of
martyrdom?

Concerning the many Christians who are struggling with their Christian walk, | will not
lie and say the worldés situation is going to get better, becauseit is not! The yearsthat lie
ahead otus will become more and more difficult, especially for the Christian community.
And a time is comingsoon, whereby confessing to be a fundamentalist Christian will not
be a popular thing to do. Thisiswhy it isto Christiansbadvantage to be certain they are

rooted in Godés written Word. Also oneds faith needs to be solid and one must be willing

to forsake ALL for the cause of Christ, whereby nothing is more important than serving
Jesus Christ, nothing! Furthermore, Christians should not place homamresthe

difficult times ahead, but instead, Christians need to begin preparing themselves
spiritually, to endure to the end.
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The apostle Paul quotes a scripture and gives us a revelation of what God has in store for
those who endure to the end, in tblbowing scripture:

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Chapter Two

Three Different Philosophies

... The trip to Medjugorje, Bosniblerzegovina, took two and a half days. On June 21,
1994, at 9:00 p.m. Lufthansa Airlines- flight 405, departed New Y ork& Kennedy

airport: destinatin Frankfurt, Germany. The departure from Kennedy went smooth. The
pilot leveled the ascent at thirtiree thousand feet. After receiving a pillow from the
flight attendant | pushed back my seat to get comfortable for the long flight ahead.

We were in fight for an hour when | came to realize this plane trip was going to be
different than any plane trip | have been on. The reason being, | sensed that the people
who were sitting near me had different and somewhat conflicting beliefs. Sitting behind
me werewo ladies praying all fifteen decades of the rosary. Also, across from me was a
man who was reading a popular metaphysical book titled, AThe Celestine Prophecy,0 and

behind me was a man describing all the places he had been in complete detail and where
he plans to travel in the future. After listening to the man behind me later describe his life
long adventures and the things he hopes for in the future, my own prognosis of his
worldds view was that he was either a pragmatic or an agnostic.

So, instead ahvolving myself in any analytical discussions with these three very diverse
people who maintained different concepts of life and religious beliefecided it would

be best for me to put the headphones on that the flight attendant had given mé and jus
listen to music until | fell asleep. . ..

However, we do not always get what we want, and | was no exception. Discerningly, |
could not help but contemplate unrest fully how different these three philosophies of life
and religion were in respect to éaather. Even though there was a vast difference, the
three philosophies of my plane acquaintances were of subjective reasoning and were
similar in ways that could lead a person away from entering Godé Heaven (by deceiving
humankind religiously, philosoptally, and cosmologically). Furthermore, the same
architect (Satan) who designed and manufactured all three subtle concepts of life, had
cleverly duped four seemingly watheaning people into believe something foellind

would bring tranquility.

Sadly, his architect has been perfecting these concepts since the time when he beguiled
Adam and Eve in the garden of Eden. Since that time, this cunning predator (Satan) has
learned many ways in which to deceive his prey, and with no exceptions this predatorés

prey has been all humankind.

Then the serpent said to the woman, fiYou will not

surely die. For God knows that in the day you eat ajut eyes will be opened, and you

will be like God, knowing good and evil.0 So when the woman saw that the tree was good

for food, that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree desirable to make one wise, she took
of its fruit and ate. She also gave to hasband with her, and he ate.

What is Pleasing to God?

Question: Is God pleased with a person who is living a good and honest life, according to
what humankind considers to be good and honest? The apostle Paul, teaches us that the
natural man is destideo fulfill the desires of the flesh without God, that will ultimately

lead the natural man to destruction (Eph-231L Jesus said to Peter, fithe spirit of man

wants to do what is right, but the flesh is weak and will yield to temptationod (Mt 26:40).

Without God, humankind would have destroyed itself long ago. Only because of God&s

mercy does humankind still exist!

Man-made religions cannot please God either, for humankind has never and never will be
able to formulate a religion whereby God would acdegs part of His Divine Kingdom.

God may have been diverse when He created man, animals, and all other creations;
nevertheless, God was not diversified when He designed the way in which He wanted
humankind to worship Him. Since the time of mands genesis, God has revealed Himself

to all humanity and has instructed humankind in the ways by which He wanted us to
serve Him. Over the ages, Godds intentions were revealed to His chosen prophets, who

would then with undeniable proof, reveal these revelationd whal would listen (Heb

1:1-2).

Before the time of Abraham in 2166, B.C., it is not known whether God had instituted a
methodical way in which He wanted humankind to worship Him.

time, eternal salvation was honored by a personds faith and devotion to the One and only
Jehovah God. [In our psent day, eternal salvation is rendered also by a personés faith

and devotion to Almighty Jehovah God; however, in order for a personds faith to be
acceptable unto God, one must unconditionally also believe that Jesus Christ is the
Messiah and the only Reaimer for humankindés sins. (Jn 4:25-26, 14:6 )]

In accordance as to Godds requisite of social and religious ideologies for the global

community to live by, from the lineage of Abraham through the family of the Levites
came Moses through whom God had edgd a more detailed way of civil and religious

life for humankind to live. This new way was known as the fiM osaic law.0 Although

some teach that the Mosaic law was only meant for the Hebrew people, however,

And this removal of Godés restraints will allow Satan
to have liberty like never before to deceive nations and to also deceive Godés people like
no other time in history ( Rev 138, 2 Th 2:812).
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Apparition of Mary, or demonic Deception

Satands end time liberty to deceive humankind on agrand scale, iswhy | went to

Medjugorje. | went to expose the truth about who is the real entity behind the apparitions,
rosaries turning to gold, religious conversiopsople being freed from drug and alcohol
addiction, miraculous healings is: Satan.

Amazingly, the deception which emanates from within that valley is unprecedented,
whereby, never before has such a potential existed for Godds faithful to become deceived.
Moreover, not only are Catholics vulnerable to the deception in Medjugorje or any other
Marian shrine around the world, all humankind will have difficulty in not being deceived
by what the Mary entity said is going to happen in the near future in theerillage of
Medjugorje (the permanent sign) and other Marian shrines throughout the world.

Furthermore, the Maentity said the permanent sign will remain in
Medjugorje, and because of the nature and origin of the permanent sign, no one will deny
shehas been appearing in Medjugorje or in any other place in the world.
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Yet, those who believe the permanent sign cannot happen, had bettarpmakibe fact

that we are now living in AiThe end times,0 and humankind need to understand, since we

are in thesend times--- phenomenal like fithe permanent signo are going to start

happening more frequently. [Besides the before mentioned permanent sign in
Medjugorje, | believe in the approaching years ahead, humanity will begin witnessing
phenomena that will pudtuman perception to the limits. For example, alien abductions
and UFO sightings will escalate to a point where UFO phenomena will receive world
attention and humanity will witness conclusive proof of alien (demon spirits) existence.
Humanity will also witress in coming years an increase in astonishing miracles of
healings within both the New Age movement and the Marian movement.]

No Longer, the Beginning

Noteworthy, similarly the present day Christian community can no longer be considered
as the beginmig of the Church era, for the time we are now living in is the end of the
Church age. We are currently living in a time where before the return of our LORD Jesus
Christ, all false teachings of God that have polluted Godé Church (1 Cor 15:23-28) and

Unable to discern acceptable tolerance, many Christians who are not practicing New Age

religion or rendering deotion to Mary, have no problem with New Age concepts and
devotion to Mary being taught or practiced in the Christian Church. To God, thisfilet allo

and tolerant state of the present day Christian community is a more serious problem than
liberal governmerst, homosexuality, drugs, and abortion in the world.

In addition, even though New Age philosophies are not being taught, what is happening
in places like Medjugorje Fatima, and other Marian shrines throughout the world is a new
form of figoddess devotion,0 and for Christiansto allow thisto take placeis an

abomination to God. Furthermore, instead of exposing the error, Christian leaders are
accepting this wrongful devotion to demonic deities by refusing to publicly condemn the
practice within the Chriggn Church.

Roman Catholic leaders today in upholding the ties of faith that bind the nationés largest

and most politically active religious groups. They urged Catholics and evangelicals . . .
to stop aggressive psdytization of each other&s flocks.

John White, president of Geneva College and former president of the National
Association of Evangelicals, said the statement represents a fitriumphalistic momento in
America religious life after centuries of distrust. .

Other evangelical endorsers include the heads of the Home Mission Board and Christian
Life Commission of the Southern Baptist Convention, the nationés largest Protestant
denomination, and Bill Bright, founder of Campus Crusade for Christ,Mark Noll of
Wheaton University . . . . And according to Dave Hunt, in his book fiA Woman Rides the

Beast,0 Hunt writes that the following Christian leaders also were participants in signing

the above document; fiOs Guinness, Jesse Miranda (Assemblies of God), Richard Mouw
(President, Fuller Theological Seminary), J.I. Packer and Herbert Schlossberg.o

In closing, | believe to have signed a document that distinctly applauds an acceptance of
all fundamental teachings of the Catholic Church is to alse@ any doctrine by the

Catholic Church that advocates the worship of Mary, because devotion to Mary
according to Catholic Church doctrine is not only acceptable, it is advocated.

Thus, | also believe, whether Protestant Christian Representativesdraadt the
document, fiEvangelicals and Catholics Togetherd out of total ignorance, because maybe

they did not know what the fundamental teachings of the Catholic Church are, will not
excuse them of a major defiance towards Almighty God (Ex-203® 4:2526, 14:6).

The reason being, because of the enormous amount of information available to
humankind and by the advancement of technical communications of the twentieth
century, God will not except any excuses for oneés sin of encouraging idolatry (which the
document fiEvangelicals and Catholics Togetherd encourages).

Who'is Mary, 8 sheredlly the iMother of God in Heavend (according to Catholic

tradition), and if Mary is the Heavenly Mother of God, why was her fiHeavenly Divinityo

not prophesied by the ancient prophets? The Archangel Gabriel told Mary she was
blessed among women. Say what role is she blessed? Is it her first role, where recorded

in the scriptures Mary gave birth to the Son of God, or do we say she is blessed because

The first set of five mysteries are the
Adoyful mysteries.0 The second group are five iSorrowful mysteries,0 and the third group

Where did the first

Catholic Rosary come from?

It is aleged that Saint Dominic gave the first rosary to the Catholic Church, who received
it from the fBlessed Motheroin the year, 1214. Asthelegend hasit, Saint Dominic,

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It was when Saint Dominic was in this pitiful statattMary appeared to Saint Dominic.
She said to him; fiDear Dominic, do you know which weapon the blessed Trinity wantsto
use to reform the world?0

Then, Mary said; fil want you to know that in this kind of warfare the battering ram has
always been the Angelic Psalter (the rosary), which is the foundation stone of the New
Testament. Therefore, if you want to redobse hardened souls and win them over to
God, preach my Psalter.o (parenthesis mine)

However, the Bible teaches us there is a very different Cornerstone sanctioned for
Christendom than the one the Matity informed St. Dominic of. Yet, even the apes
Peter, also known by Catholic tradition as the first Pope, had these words to say about
who is the real Cornerstone:

Acts 4:10-12; iThen all of you and all the people of Israel should know that it was in the

name of Jesus Christ the Nazarean whomgyauified, whom God raised from the dead:

in his name this man stands before you healdelis "the stone rejected by you, the
builders, which has become the cornerstone.

Consecration, to the

Immaculate Heart of Mary

Another way of rendering devotion to the Maamtity is by consecrating oneself unto the
Mary-entity. What does it mean for humankind to consearate Mary? To consecrate
oneself unto Mary, means to totally surrender to Mary (Totus Tuus, total surrender),
body, mind and soul.

continues to bring us the gifts of eternal salvation. . .Therefore the Blessed Virgin is
invoked in the Church under the titles of Advocate, Helper, Benefactress, and Mediatrix.o
Imprimi Potest; Joseph Cardinal Ratzinget994.
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Every Marian devotee | have spoken with has told me they do not worship Mary, and
they are only using Mary as a wakiower to reach God. Additionally, according to the
Marian devotees, Mary is helping them in their Christian walk.

Considering, if Mary wasasictioned by God to be a wahower, then one might ask the
guestion, fiat what point does one stop using Mary as away-shower or a helper to reach
God,0 because no one lessens devotion unto Mary. Rather, devotion to Mary only
increases as the years go by.

One of the main messages of Fatima that was given to the three children by Mary, was
that world peace is possible if the world would consecrate itself unto her. The following
message gives light to the fiMary entity&so self proclaimed deity ship:

June 131917; fiJesus wishes to make use of you to make me known and loved. He wants
to establish in the world devotion to my Immacul ate Heart.0

On July 13, 1917, in another message, the Mary entity showed the three children a
horrifying vision of hell, yet conded the three seers with the assurance that devotion to
her Immaculate Heart can save sinners from having to go to hell.

Many of MaryGs messages state that by praying the rosary anyone is guaranteed to go to
heaven whenever he or she dies and departsthisnvorld. An example of this can be
found in the works of Saint Louis de Montfort, titled The Red Rose.

filf you say the rosary faithfully until death, | assure you that, in spite of the gravity of

yours sins fiyou shall receive a never fading crown of glory.0 Even if you are on the brink

of damnation, even if you have one foot in hell, even if you have sold your soul to the
devil as sorcerers do who practice black magic, and even if you are a heretic as obstinate
as adevil . . . if you say the holy ang devoutly every day until death for the purpose of
knowing the truth and obtaining contrition and pardon for your sins.0

What does the Pope have

to say about Worshipping Mary?

It is common knowledge for anyone who knows the Pope or anyone whiutis she

Pope to know that his devotion to Mary is solemn. In the Popes new book titled Crossing

The Threshold Of Hope, the Pope writes these words in regard to his devotion to Mary, is
the following:

This phrase is not only an expression of
piety, or simply an expression of devotion. It is more. During the Second World War,
while | was employed as a factory worker, | came to be attracted to Marian devotion. .
.Thanks to Saint Louis of Montfort, | came todenstand that true devotion to the Mother
of God is actually Christocentric.0
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The Popeds closing statement in the chapter titled, AiThe Mother of God,0is the following:
Al think what | have said sufficiently explains the Marian devotion of the present Pope
and, above all, his attitude of total abandonment to Maryis Totus Tuus.0

Does Pope John Paul Il truly believe that devotion to Mary can save the present day
world and the present day Church?

To answer this question, | will again quote PoplenJPaul 1l from his new book,
'‘Crossing The Threshold Of Hope.'

AAfter my election as Pope, as | became mor e involved in the problems of the universal
Church, | came to have a similar conviction: On this universal level, if victory comes it
will be broudht by Mary. Christ will conquer through her, because He wants the
Churchés victories now and in the future to be linked to her.o

Since 1981, the Pope, Cardinal Joseph Ratzinger and BishopaHtiifrrance, have
been on an aggressive worldwide campaigpagating devotion to Mary. They promote
and advocate total submission to Mary, by asking followers of the Catholic faith to
consecrate themselves to the Immaculate heart of Mary.

Although the proliferation of consecration unto Mary is not yet vgjdlead throughout

all local Catholic churches, nevertheless, it is a major movement throughout two
segments of the Catholic Church: The Marian movement and the Charismatic movement.
These two entities combined are a powerful force and are a major influghoethe

religious community. There is no way as yet to know for sure how many people have
consecrated themselves to the fiBlessed M othero throughout the world, but given the fact

that over fifty million people annually visit the many Marian shrines ardo@dvorld,

the number of those who have made this consecration to the fiBlessed Mothero if known,

would be startling.

The growing popularity of Mary worship can be attributed to the increase of Marian
apparitions that have been manifesting around the watldo other time in history has

there been such a worldwide phenomena of Marian apparitions. According to Mariologist
Fr. Michael O&Carroll and Fr. Ren®

Laurentin, there have been more Marian apparitions during the tweceietiry, than

the total of # Marian apparitions that have taken place over the past two millenniums.

Mary, the Mother of Jesus
Is 7:14; Therefore the LORD Himself will give you a sign: Behold, the virgin shall
conceive and bear a Son and shall call His name Immanuel (Godsyith u

At the time the Archangel Gabriel appeared to Mary (as recorded in the scriptures) and
the angel told Mary she was to conceive a Son from God, Joseph and Mary were
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engaged. It was also at this time the Archangel Gabriel told Mary, that Mary waslblesse
among women and was highly favored by God (Lk 1:28).

According to what has been written about Mary in the scriptures, | believe Mary must
have been a very special human being for God to have chosen her to bear His Son. And
because of her faithfulnesstarod, | believe God rewarded Maryés faithful ness not

(Bartholomew), before that time being chosen as one of twelve apostles, asked Philip,

Mary is so respected in this part of the world that even the eastern gate in the Old City
(Jerusalem), is named, the Bab Sit lstimj in Arabic this means, fiGate of the Lady

Mary.o | believe the reverence given to Mary by the Muslimsis partly due to the fact that
even Muhammad saw it fitting to give respect to Mary, and in doing so, Muhammad
penned a chapter six pages in lengtheWoran titled fiMaryam (Mary)o (Ch 16 pgés
214219).

The Muslims reverencing Mary, (Mary being the Virgin who gave birth to the King of

the Christian community), is profound, because according to the Koran, (Muslim holy
book), giving honor to anything @nyone associated with Christianity is considered
blasphemy. So what is it that gives Mary all this popularity? Did Mary want such
exposure?
